And the warm sounds of Chris Leigh’s classical guitar blend beautifully with the bass and vocals, increasing the trio’s rhythmic and melodic interplay. With String Theory, three sets of strings – vocal chords, bass, and guitar – work together to create an inviting musical environment.

Davis, Frishman, and Leigh, in intimate live performances marked by an unmistakable musical chemistry, take audiences on a remarkable journey. Their combined artistic charisma provides a vehicle through which jazz lovers are transported beyond and deep within themselves. Davis, Frishman, and Leigh’s live performances are intensely inclusive adventures in which listeners experience stunning improvisation and extraordinary emotional range. The musicians close the distance between themselves and their audiences, reaching out to bring each and every listener into each song, each nuance, and each musical exploration. 

“String Theory” is a term from theoretical physics that describes the universe's most basic particles as tiny vibrating strings. Scientists are now debating whether this is Einstein's long-sought-after “Theory of Everything.” For these three musicians, strings absolutely represent the foundations of their artistic lives. With String Theory, Davis, Frishman, and Leigh will delight jazz and classical music aficionados alike. This CD release concert is a must-see for anyone who is excited by the opportunity to be a part of a superlative jazz experience.
